ERASMUS+ Qualification for the 2026/27 Academic Year at the Faculty of Chemistry, University of Warsaw
Basic Rules
1. 1. Qualification for mobility under the ERASMUS+ program is conducted via the USOS system. Eligible are students of programs offered at the Faculty of Chemistry, University of Warsaw, as well as co-developed programs, and students of interdisciplinary programs, provided they are enrolled in Chemistry.
2. 2. The deadline for submitting qualification documents (USOS forms, additional documents) is February 24, 2026, at 4:00 PM.
3. 3. Qualification is only available for universities with which the Faculty of Chemistry, University of Warsaw, has bilateral agreements.
4. 4. Submitted documents will be reviewed and evaluated by a committee composed of Dr. Kamila Zarębska (chair), Dr. Marcin Strawski (program coordinator), and a representative of the student government. 5. The committee's decision may be appealed in accordance with the regulations set forth in the document entitled "General Rules for the Eligibility of Students and Doctoral Candidates for Erasmus Scholarships for Partial Study Abroad (SMS) at Universities in EU Member States, Third Countries Associated with the Programme, and the United Kingdom, Academic Year 2026/2027."
5. 6. The basic criteria for assessing applications will be:
6. a. The average grade for the previous year of study, with a minimum grade of 3.49 to qualify for the scholarship.* Conditional enrollment in the stage of study where recruitment takes place is permitted, but only for failing one subject (as of the application submission date).
7. b. Confirmed language proficiency at the level specified in the bilateral agreement.**
8. 7. If the number of applicants for a given Partner's mobility exceeds the number specified in the agreement, the program coordinator will attempt to obtain consent to increase the number of participants in the exchange. If such consent is not obtained, preference will be given to individuals who:
a. are attending for the first time,
b. are from a group with fewer opportunities,***
c. have a higher average.
9. 8. A stay at a foreign university should result in fulfilling the requirements for a given semester/year in a given field of study. During the further stages of preparation for the mobility, individuals willing to travel are required to prepare a class schedule at the host university, which will allow for the subjects indicated in the schedule to be counted as equivalent subjects, in accordance with the principles set out in Order No. 1/2021 of the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the Faculty of Chemistry, University of Warsaw, dated September 14, 2021. As a result, the number of ECTS points for a given subject will be recognized and the grade obtained will be transferred. 9. Matters not covered above are regulated in the document: General Rules for the Eligibility of Students and Doctoral Candidates for Erasmus Scholarships for Partial Study Abroad (SMS) at Universities in EU Member States, Third Countries Associated with the Programme, and the United Kingdom, Academic Year 2026/2027. * A GPA below 3.49 is acceptable, but will result in the financial scholarship not being awarded during the basic qualification period. This may be changed, but this depends on the applicant's improved score and the current financial resources of the International Relations Office.
 ** Acceptable credentials and certificates of language proficiency issued by the University of Warsaw Foreign Language Teaching Center, positive exam results taken at the University of Warsaw, and certificates indicated in the General Rules for Qualifying Students document…
*** Students with Fewer Opportunities - this should be understood as students and doctoral candidates with disabilities, with children under 8 years of age, those with asylum rights in Poland, refugee status, or subsidiary protection, as well as students receiving a social grant from the University of Warsaw at the time of qualification.
